For chip carving you mamnly need a good
sharp Bench knife (no X-acto knife). She has
made her own carving knife, because at the
time she had access to a heat treating faciity,
bur says its a lot easier and just as economical
to buy a good bench knife,

Joan main expertise is Chip Carving, she had
some very excellent samples to show us.

Chin Carving which began in Qermany, in
which tey use it 160 decoraie &imost
everything from bread boxes to milking stoois:

The styde that Joan uses is Swiss carving. An
example she had was a {8th Century style
carved stool with Gothic Tracery.

To create a Chip carving each chip Is three
cuts-one stroke each. Yowr knife is at a 65
degree angle with the three cuts forming a
riangle.

Joan carves in Ma and Butternut
which she prefers 1o Basswood, :

Joan and her husband took a cowrse in Chip
Carving from Wayne Barton in Parkhurst, #; its
a week iong & hour a day COUrSe.

When Wayen Barton does large Chip carvm%s-
as over a door, he uses the same imife
attached 10 a broom handie--the broom handie
rests on his should for added leverage.

To get started you need & T-square (metric
scaie) compas, pencii erasers and Z knifes.

When do you need to sharpen yow Bench
knife ? Resharpen when the biade drags
through the wood on Cross Cuts. Joan uses
mainty Ceramic stones--do not round the tip of
the bench knife blades! 65 degree angie. When
sharpening place a dime behind the blade for a
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MARCH MEETING 10 ee angle. The Stab knife is the other

knife that you use i8 chip carving The Stab
knife looks like a skew with the tip cut off. This
krife reguires a 30 ee angie.

Joan recommends tne following books: Chip
Carving by Wayne Barton, Chin Carving and
Relief Carving and Das Kerb-Schnitzen (German
text but good designs.)

To achieve aood resuits Joan's agvice is 10
Practice, Pracuce and Praclice.
