For an alcove at his church,
Bernard Bynum crafted this fine
table of red oak and, of course, was
rewarded with blessings and
requests to make other projects.
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Lon Kelley showed slides to help explain how he cut up Wink wood plywood to create the diamond pat-
terned decagon bowls which was a challenge to get all the pieces with the same pattern. Some strips were
added to increase the circumference.
